Outreach to groups 

that are not democra�c 

leaning is good; however, 

spending excessive re-

sources on Bernie Sand-

ers’ cons�tuents and 

working class white re-

publicans while ignoring 

this group has proven to 

be a losing strategy.  

Many of Bernie’s cons�t-

uents and working class 

white republicans don’t 

and won’t support the 

Democra�c Party any 

�me soon.  Focus on 

democra�c cons�tuents 

and rally your base!
